Why bother?

· Use data to determine material to be covered

· Document your effectiveness (your choices, not your students' test scores)

· Pass on organized data to the next teacher

Item Analysis

· Using Excel

· Add calculations to spreadsheet - save to your Z drive before adding calculations
· Expand Excel spreadsheet as needed - add students and assignments
· Determine the information needed and set up the Excel spreadsheet to provide it

· Gradecam - Can be exported to Pinnacle and to Excel - on Haska website, sample not exported
· Clickers - Will soon, if not now, be able to export to Pinnacle and Excel

· Pinnacle 
· Gradebook linked to indicators

· Instruction - Automatic item analysis exported to Pinnacle

· Some Pinnacle content can be expanded to Excel

· Parent company to Pinnacle, Global Scholars, has been bought out by Scantron.

Questions: Which tool or tools do we want to use for item analysis as a district?

Important Points:

· Need to use legal names of students for all data analysis.

· Student ID numbers are unique

· Format should be consistent between gradelevels at least by content area for easy transfer of information from year to year

· Use tools like Filemaker and DASLr to get teachers information in a copy/paste format

· Templates can be created where additional students and additional assignments can be added
