Girls XC Results 2003

***CB stands for Career Best (time).

*McDonald Inv.- The girls opened the year with a team finish of 4th place, just 7 points from McDonald (136-129). 13 teams competed.

*East Canton- The girls were able to win their first ever Invitational. They were able to beat the other 5 teams with a first place score of 26 points, followed by East Canton with 52. We were able to take 1,2,3 for the first time, maybe ever.

*Maplewood Inv.- The girls were able to place 7th in a strong field of 18 qualifying teams despite not having their number three runner Chelsea Fiediga. The girls scored 211 just behind 6th place Jefferson with 205.

*The girls opened PCL action with high goals, going for the title. They were able to beat last years Champs, Woodridge, 22-33, and Mogadore who only had 4 runners and DNQ as a team. The girls are 2-0 in PCL action.

*The girls competed in the 2nd largest meet in the US, in the D II-A division. They were able to take 19th in a field of about 40 schools finishing only a matter of points away from moving up about 7 spots. Stacie Stockard was able to break her previous school record time of 20:08 with a new school record time of 20:01.

*The girls had their eyes set on PCL favorite, Field, and a equally tough Crestwood squad, however the day didn’t go as planned as the girls suffered their first and only PCL loss to Field 35-24. *The girls competed at the Malone Invitational on Sept. 20, 2003. The girls ran the rolling hills and finished 9th overall in a field of 26 teams. Chelsea ran a career best time and all the girls are looking to peak right on schedule. We closed the gap on the PCL leader Filed by finishing 2,3, and 4 head to head. We still are thinking about the league meet where we’ll get a 2nd chance against them.

*The ladies finished the PCL regular season today with two decisive victories over PCL foes Southeast and Rootstown. We sweep Rootstown in a score of 15-43 and beat Southeast 19-36. The girls PCL record ended at 7-1, a new school record and earned them a 2nd place finish overall in the league. Way to go ladies!

*On a wet Saturday the girls traveled to the Woodridge Invitational shorthanded and came home with an impressive 5th place finish. Despite the absence of Chelsea, the ladies were able to step it up and turn in a great performance. Weather and the hardest course in the PCL played a big part in the girl’s success. We showed our strength on the hills and are happy with the results. We get a nice break now before the PCL Championship meet on Oct. 7th. We will be ready.

*On Tuesday Oct 7th, the girls went into the PCL meet with the desire and determination to get revenge for their only lose of the season. The girls will turn in a fantastic effort but will fall short in their goal to beat Field. The Rockets will however end up tied for second, which earned them a 2nd place PCL finish for the overall year. This is the highest the Streetsboro Girl’s XC team has EVER done. Stockard showed why she has been all PCL for three years in a row with a second overall followed by an outstanding run by 3rd place Hershberger. Faitz turned in a surprising performance with a 3rd team place finish, 14th overall. Fiediga finished on Jillian’s heels despite feeling ill, running a gutsy race. Cait turned on the speed in her finish to help secure the overall team finish of 2nd at the meet by running past other competitors in the last 100 meters. We are off to REGIONALS!

*The top 24 girls and top 6 teams get a ticket to the State Meet next week. We have chance to claim 3 spots and an outside chance of being the 6th team. Stacie got in the top 10 early and never let go. She finished 12th and got a ticket to the State Meet for her second time. Great job. The rest of the Rockets finished off their record season with great efforts. Chelsea and Courtney got boxed in early and attempted to recover but couldn’t place high enough to advance. Jillian, Cait, AP and AE all ran to help the team, despite sub par times. We look forward to working even harder next year and taking the team to the BIG meet next year. Time for Stacie to pack her bags.

*Leaving Thursday and getting a chance to relax and prep with the help of teammate Chelsea, Stacie went into the meet with high goals. However, the morning of the race our first major obstacle arose, Rain! This didn’t damper her spirits but it did slow the goal time. Stacie ran a great race finishing 35th overall with a time of 20:12. Stacie didn’t quit reach her goals so she has motivation for next year, being all state by finishing in the top 25 will be one goal.
